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Racing and Coursing Enthusiasts (RACE)

Statement of Purpose

Racing and Coursing Enthusiasts (RACE) is an association of dog owners whose primary mission is to provide opportunities for dogs and their owners to participate in competitive lure sporting activities. 

To this end, RACE will support and host events licensed by LGRA, NOTRA, IWRO, NLCC, ASFA, and UKC.
Constitution

1. RACE shall be an association of pet dog owners and fanciers interested in pursuing competitive lure sports and other dog-related activities. 

2. The association shall have a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer who shall also compose its Board of Directors. 

3. The association shall be open for non‐voting membership on an individual application basis beginning on May 19th 2012. 

4. RACE shall dismiss from its membership any person who violates these bylaws or the constitutions/bylaws of organizations with whom it is affiliated.

5. All of the association’s affairs shall be overseen solely by the Board of Directors. 

6. The association shall have its own Constitution and Bylaws. 

Bylaws
I. Board of Directors 

The BOD members shall serve without pay and consist of three to four members. Members shall serve for two years, at which time they may either resign or rotate positions with another board member. Vacancies shall be filled by board members or other qualified parties nominated by existing board members with a majority vote. 

II. Officers 

The officers of the board shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. Officers shall be nominated by the board and elected by a majority vote. The President shall preside over all club meetings. The Vice President shall preside over club meetings in the event that the President is unavailable to do so, and shall be responsible for recording all meeting minutes.  The Secretary shall be responsible for running club events by accepting entries, entry fees, scoring and recording results, and submitting event results to the appropriate organization. The Secretary shall also be responsible for maintaining all of the association’s records. The Treasurer shall be responsible for maintaining the club treasury and accounting books. 

III. Meetings 

Regular meetings shall be held after the conclusion of every event and as needed. If a board member wishes to initiate a meeting he/she shall contact the other board members and arrange a time to meet in person or via conference call. 

IV. Voting 

Only Board members are eligible to vote on association matters and affairs. All motions and nominations shall be passed by a simple majority vote among the board members. All motions and nominations shall be tabled by a second from at least one other board member. All board members must be present for voting. 

V. Amendments 

These bylaws may be amended by a simple majority vote. All board members must be present for voting. 

VI. Membership 

The association shall be open for non‐voting membership on an individual application basis beginning on May 19th 2012. Members shall submit a membership application which will be submitted to the board for review. Applications for membership shall be admitted or declined based on a majority vote by the board members. Membership dues shall be set at $20 per year. No person shall be denied membership on the basis of race, sex, color, creed, or religion.
Any member known to: promote, support, raise dogs for fighting; knowingly sell, give, or trade dogs that will be used for fighting; condone or be associated with the facing off, game testing, rolling or pitting of dogs will have their membership automatically revoked. The member shall also be reported to the United Kennel Club for disciplinary action as well.
VII. General Regulations & Code of Ethics
1. Members shall conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner.

2. Members shall treat other members and participants with respect.

3. Members shall treat their dogs and other’s dogs with care and respect.

4. All United Kennel Club policies will be strictly adhered to during all UKC events.

5. Any individual suspended by the United Kennel Club shall automatically be suspended from the association as well.
